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Greetings Wine Club Members,

How to describe our 2023 harvest in two words? Fruit Tsunami! This vintage was the latest on record. A cool growing season 
from start to finish allowed the vines to ripen at a slow and intentional pace. However, the pace at the winery picked up at the 
end of October when we harvested multiple varietals at once, making every placement of fruit into fermenter tanks or barrels 
a time-sensitive decision.  Our amazing and seasoned cellar team did not waiver in the face of this fruit tsunami, staying one 
or more steps ahead all while having fun doing it.  Overall we had good quality and lower brix, which translates into balanced 
wines with more nuance and good acidity, so we’re anticipating some very food friendly wines from the 2023 vintage.  

You are in for a treat with this holiday shipment, which includes the 2021 Two Sisters Chardonnay and the 2021 Two 
Sisters Pinot Noir. Our limited production Two Sisters wines are named after Bill & Carol Foley’s daughters Lindsay and 
Courtney.  These 2021 vintage wines are the crème de la crème of the Pinot Noir and Chardonnay we produce, and our 
favorite vineyard blocks and favorite barrels go into making these special wines. Both wines are aged in a higher percentage 
of new French oak barrels than other blends, and they have more textural impact on the palate. They are rich, layered, 
and complex and can be savored independently where they will continue to open up and evolve in your glass. But, if you’d 
like to incorporate them into your holiday meals, the Chardonnay is lovely with Thanksgiving Dinner and the Pinot Noir 
complements a holiday meal of pork tenderloin and fig chutney.

Please join us at the winery on Saturday, December 2 and Sunday, December 3 to celebrate Holiday at the Estate with 
delicious wines, small bites, and holiday music. Show your festive side by wearing your favorite holiday sweater or attire.

TWO SISTERS 2021 LINDSAY’S VINEYARD RESERVE PINOT NOIR

Our 2021 Two Sisters Reserve Pinot Noir offers aromatics of earthy dark plum with accents of red 
hibiscus tea and black pepper.  On the palate this wine has refined texture with elegant tannins, 
reminiscent of espresso.  It is a highly dynamic wine with many layers of ripe confectionery boysenberry 
and black cherry fruit, accented by savory notes of black pepper, dried herbs, and pomegranate framed 
by a backbone of acidity reminiscent of dried red raspberries.

Our 2021 Courtney’s Vineyard Reserve Chardonnay has aromatics of mouthwatering confectionery lemon 
curd and toasted brioche. On the palate, it has hints of toasted graham, candied pineapple, lemon zest 
that lead to a bold finish of carmelized sugar from toasted French oak barrels. This is a very complex and 
textural Chardonnay with bold oak impact that will evolve in the glass for full expression.
